having fun just the same. The trees that were planted by the Boy Scouts are intended
to provide habitat for birds and
mammals, and eventually have the §
potential to provide low to moderate
yield commercial forest. For their [ -
services, the Boy Scouts were
provided a cheque for $1000 and
were also treated to a hotdog roast
with juice.
